(A) The twolargestcontributors to the responsiveness of a sportelehair
are the frame’s Axle Position and the “sag” in tipholstery.

When a Fixed (welded in this case) AxlsitRm is chosen, the
upholstery can be expected to provide roughly 1% of adjustment. If more
adjustment is found to be required, additional tvidiack upholstery can be
purchased through Top End customer service.

Rear Wheel Size, Options:

(A) Existing Wheel size can be determined by readiegsitie-wall of the tire
currently used or comparison with a wheel whose siknown. Wheel size is a
player preference. Larger sizes may provide fasterall speed, but slower
starts. Smaller size wheels may provide fastetsstaut slower overall speed.
